Introduction

PNC Arts Alive is a five-year, $5-million investment by The PNC Foundation designed to support visual and performing arts organizations.   The goal is to increase engagement in the arts and to make the arts more accessible to diverse audiences in the Philadelphia metropolitan area and Southern New Jersey.

Funding Priorities

· Programs that increase arts engagement and increase access among diverse audiences, underserved and/or economically disadvantaged communities.

· Programs that effectively use technology and other methods of outreach to promote the program, which extends the reach of the art form beyond the organization’s physical space.

· Programs that offer PNC distinct branding opportunities.

The funding period is June 2012 through December 2013.  

PROCESS

Interested arts organizations that meet the eligibility requirements must apply in Phase One to be considered.  PNC Arts Alive is a competitive application process. A team of PNC reviewers will evaluate and score each application based on, among other things, how well the application questions were answered and align with the stated funding priorities listed above. After Phase One review, organizations selected to advance will be invited to participate in Phase Two, a more detailed application process.

1.  Phase One
· The Phase One Application is a short-form application/narrative requiring no supporting documentation.   

· The Eligibility Checklist must be submitted along with the Phase One Application to be considered. 

· Application period: opens - 9/12/11 and closes -10/14/11

· Application deadline: 10/14/11 by 5:00 p.m.  Late and/or incomplete applications will not be considered.

· Notification:  All applicants will be notified by 11/18/11 whether or not they will be advancing to Phase Two of the application process.

2.  Phase Two
· Only applicants from Phase One who are invited will advance to Phase Two.

· The Phase Two Application is a more extensive application requiring supporting documentation. Additional details and instructions will be provided to you upon notification.

· Application period:  opens - 11/21/11 and closes – 12/16/11.

· Application deadline: 12/16/11 by 5:00 p.m. 

· Submit full application electronically to:  rebecca.quinn-wolf@pnc.com.  No hardcopies will be accepted. All applicants will receive confirmation of receipt of their grant application via email.
· Notification:  Phase Two applicants will be notified in February 2012 whether or not they will be receiving a PNC Arts Alive grant.

Grant Range & Type
· Grants of $25,000 and above will be awarded.  

· Grants will be made for projects and programs only. 

· Grant requests can be made for an existing or new program. 

· If you are requesting funding for a partnership, there can only be one lead applicant who is responsible for administering the grant.

· Multi-year requests will not be considered.

· No operating, capital, challenge, or matching grants will be considered.
